201, 227, 229 Jefferson Avenue
The City of Moundsville is accepting qualifications and proposals from developers for the sale and development of vacant land at 201, 227, 229 Jefferson Avenue. These adjacent parcels are in the Historic Business District on Jefferson Avenue and corner with Second Street (map attached).  We are suggesting a multi-use approach of commercial and residential use for the site.  
The site is in an Opportunity Zone, a New Market Tax Credit eligible census tract, and a BUILD WV district.  The City of Moundsville also has a Business & Occupation Tax exemption, pro-rated for the first three years, in this district.
The City of Moundsville is located in the northern panhandle of West Virginia approximately eleven miles from Wheeling and Interstate 70.  The in-city population is approximately 8,000.  The population within a fifteen (15) mile radius is 115,342.  Details, maps and pictures of the site are included with the RFP.  The city is located along the Ohio River and West Virginia State Route 2, and US Route 250 transect the city.

SERVICES REQUIRED
The City of Moundsville, West Virginia is searching for a developer to purchase and develop vacant land located at 201, 227, and 229 Jefferson Avenue. These contiguous parcels are at the northern end of the Historic Business District which includes shopping and upper floor residential units.  The approximate 0.55-acre parcel is currently owned by the City of Moundsville. The city is seeking a developer to provide a complete redevelopment of the vacant site, including design, construction, and leasing.  The developer must provide a proposed site ownership/leasing structure for the site.
